Spirit of Prophecy

January 28, 2011
“Abstain from fleshly lusts, which war against the soul.”  Is the language of the apostle Peter.  Many regard this warning as applicable only to the licentious; but it has a broader meaning.  It guards against every injurious gratification of appetite or passion.  It is a most forcible warning against the use of such stimulants and narcotics as tea, coffee, tobacco, alcohol, and morphine.  These indulgences may well be classed among the lusts that exert a pernicious influence upon moral character.  The earlier these hurtful habits are formed, the more firmly will they hold their victim in slavery to lust, and the more certainly will they lower the standard of spirituality.  C.D.F. p.62,63.

Is it not time that all should aim to dispense with flesh foods?  How can those who are seeking to become pure, refined, and holy, that they may have the companionship of heavenly angels, continue to use as food anything that has so harmful an effect on soul and body?  Those who indulge in meat eating, tea drinking, and gluttony are sowing seeds for a harvest of pain and death.  The unhealthful food placed in the stomach strengthens the appetites that war against the soul, developing animalism.  A development of animalism lessens spirituality, rendering the mind incapable of understanding truth.  C.D.F. p. 380, 382

Let the diet reform be progressive.  Let the people be taught how to prepare food without the use of milk or butter.  Tell them that the time will soon come when there will be no safety in using eggs, milk, cream, or butter, because disease in animals is increasing in proportion to the increase of wickedness among men.  [Written in 1903]  The time is near when, because of the iniquity of the fallen race, the whole animal creation will groan under the diseases that curse our earth.

God will give His people ability and tact to prepare wholesome food without these things.  Let our people discard all unwholesome recipes,
